Important information

With his signature on this entry form, the exhibitor certifies that
he/she is acquainted with the DKK show regulations, that he/she
will observe these regulations and approves that the dog is shown
at his own account and risk. With his/her signature, the exhibitor
certifies not to be a member of a cynological organisation, which
is not recognised by the DKK. Danish owned dogs must be regis-
tered in the DKK. Foreign owned dogs must be registered in an
organisation recognised by the FCI.

With his/her signature, the exhibitor certifies that he/she is re-
sponsible for the correctness of the data stated on this entry form.
Tail docked dogs (except the breeds Brittany spaniel, German
shorthaired pointer, German wirehaired pointer, Vizsla and Wei-
maraner) born after 1 June 1996 cannot be shown.

Ear cropped dogs born after 30 June 2009 cannot be shown
regardless of the dog's country of birth. Cropped dogs born before
1 July 2009 can only be shown if the dog has been born in a
country where ear cropping is permitted. (Danish bred ear
cropped dogs born after 1 January 1985 cannot be shown).
Further information appears from the DKK show regulations.

After the DKK has received your entry and payment, you will
about 8 days before the show receive practical information, your
number sign and receipt.

Veterinary rules

The dog must be vaccinated against distemper and parvo virus.
Foreign dogs must also be vaccinated against rabies according to
Danish legislation. Documentation for vaccination must be brought
to the show. The dogs that are shown must be in good mental and
physical health condition and not show any signs of illness. More-
over, we refer to the DKK show regulations. If a dog has caught a
defect, which can be certified by a veterinary certificate, the vet-
erinary certificate must be brought to the show. The exhibitor
pays for any treatment undertaken by the show veterinarian. The
treatment must, however, have been approved in advance by the
exhibitor.

DKK rules for junior handling

Persons who on the day of the show have attained the age of 10 years,
but not 18 years, can take part in junior handling.

The junior handlers will be judged by either an authorised judge, an
experienced junior handler or another known, competent handler. The
starting time of the competitions will be published in the show cata-
logue and announced at the show.

The competitions consist of 2 classes: Mini for handlers aged 10-13
years and Maxi for handlers aged 14-17 years. The 4 best junior
handlers in each class are selected and placed as Nos. 1, 2, 3 and 4
and these handlers proceed to the final.

In the final, the four placed handlers from each class (Mini and Maxi)
compete together and the 4 best handlers are placed as Nos. 1, 2, 3
and 4.

The judgment includes the handler’s conduct in the ring, the interac-
tion between the handler and the dog and the showing of the dog.
Only pedigree registered dogs that fulfil the conditions to take part in
DKK shows and have attained the age of 9 months can be entered. At
the DKK international dog shows, junior handlers are permitted to take
part with the same dog both on Saturday and on Sunday.

If a handler wishes to change dog, the dog must still fulfil the above
conditions regarding pedigree registration and age.

For temporal reasons it cannot be expected that a dog that has been
entered in the ordinary show classes can be ready in time to take part
in the junior handling competitions.

At each international DKK show the four best junior handlers in the
final on Saturday and on Sunday obtain points for the competition of
“Best junior handler of the year”. If a junior handler is at the same
show placed among the four best in the final both days, only the result
from the day where the highest number of points was obtained counts.
Please consult the DKK show regulations for further information.
